Emergency Procedure

You will have attended a site induction for the Lubrizol Group and you must follow any specific instructions issued within that induction.  

Fire/Gas Incident : Sound the alarm by reporting the incident to the nearest responsible person or sound the fire/gas alarm if nearer.

Fire/Gas Incident : (on any other sites)  Before commencing any work you must familiarise yourself with the sites fire procedures and obey any instructions given.  If no formalised procedures are in place, locate the nearest telephone or control room that an incident can be reported to before commencing any work.  If an emergency arises report the incident immediately.

Accident in a confined space : Under no circumstances is the outside safety man to enter the confined space to rescue the injured person.  The outside man will attempt to communicate with the person injured within the confined space to obtain any information regarding their condition, then outside man will report the incident to the nearest responsible person.  After reporting the incident the outside man will return to the confined space to await further instructions from the emergency services.

Accident, non confined spaces :  Unless you are a trained first aider do not attempt to moved the injured person.  You will attempt to communicate with the person injured to obtain any information regarding their condition, then you will report the incident to the nearest responsible person.  After reporting the incident you will return to the injured person to await further instructions from the emergency services.

Supervisors Check list

1. Familiarise yourself and ensure that all other operatives read the MSDS supplied by Lubrizol 

2. Ensure that you and all other staff have all the standard issue Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) with them and it is in good order. I.e. Overalls, Safety shoes, safety wellingtons, hard hat, safety glasses

3. If the MSDS requires any further PPE, ensure that these are obtained from the CTS stores and are on site before work commences

4. Situate the compressor nearby to the tank location and ensure that the fumes from the compressor will travel away from the working area.  This is to be checked each day work continues and re-locate during the working day if wind direction changes

5. If the use of additional PPE (as per the MSDS) is required, ensure that ALL staff wears the correct PPE while any tank residues are present.  

6. During the working day, before any breaks commence, ensure that the working area is left in a tidy condition and if required, all PPE is cleaned down.  Compressors are not to be left running unattended.

7. At the end of the working day, ensure that all equipment is switched off, PPE cleaned and stowed safely away and the working area is left clean and tidy

8. Any drums filled by CTS operatives are to be palletised and clearly labelled ready for Lubrizol operatives to collect

9. If other contractors or Lubrizol employees are endanger of entering the area during the normal course of their work, tape area off to prevent unauthorised access
